$500 scholarship after graduation that will be sent on their behalf to the school of their choosing.   You are not 
required to be high school aged and adults are welcome to apply.  

Mascot and Buddy Expectations: 
-Conduct yourself in a professional manner while representing Strawberry Festival
-Dress professional as a Mascot Buddy
-Communicate if scheduling conflicts arise
-Limited to non-verbal communication while in costume
-Ensure cleanliness of the costume
-Stay informed on Strawberry Festival events so you can answer questions (If you are the Mascot Buddy)
-Act appropriately at all times while acting as a Mascot or Mascot Buddy.
